1 — Rules —

1.2 — Alterations to Rules

a) RRS 62.2 and RRS 66 will be changed to shorten the times for requesting redress and requesting
that a hearing be reopened on the last day to 1200 hrs.

b) RRS A4.1 will be changed to provide that a boat failing to check in with the Race Committee Signal
boat in the racing area prior to the first signal of the day be scored the same as a boat failing o
start a race for all races that day.

2 — Advertising — the regatta is designated as Category C in accordance with ISAF Appendix 1. Boats
may be required to display advertising of the event sponsor of a maximum of 25% of each side of the
hull. Such advertising, if any, shall be affixed to the hull in accordance with the Sailing Instructions.

3 — Eligibility and Entry —

3.1 — Only competitors eligible in accordance with Finn Class Rules, who are members of an IFA

recognized National Finn Association and who have completed on-site registration by 1700 Hours on
June 14, may compete.

3.2 — No entry is complete until it has been accepted by the Organizing Authority.
